A- Remedial Classes 2008

Educational efforts were concentrated on three levets 2nd, 3rd, grade, on an attempt to
help children, build up, their basic knowlige in three topics, Arabic, English, and Mathematics. With
the great help of UNRWA staff, teachers readl great improvementwhich reflected itself on the
& U dzR Scyidblgp&fomanceand behavior as well as reassurance and relief to parents and familie
concerned.

Training for teachers: Two training workshops were organized through the support of our
Japanese partner Campaign for the Children of Palestine.
The first was done on 7.10.2008 with the participation of 28 teachers and 2 social workers
The cond on 4.8.2008, participants were 22 teachers and 3 social workers.
Aims of such workshops were:
1 Provide the teachers with new techniques and skills.
1 Enhance coordination with UNRWA teachers
1 Detect any prblems among the students who needed referralaprofessional at the Family
Guidance Center.

Coordination with UNRWA resulted in having two volunteer teachers who provided a special
workshop for the teachers. This was an opportunity to pin point major problems facing®theadle
students, and prode the remedial teachers with the necessary tools and techniques to tackle such
problems. In addition, two meetings were organized with the Arabic and English teachers that resulted
in planning a summer program at our centers for students who will belggir tI grade at the
beginning of the scholar year. 257 children were enrolled in the special program that lasted from
Augustl5until September 15 thaélso included different recreational activities.
